It anchors itself by gaining
purchase on the pitied, rough limestone, and tﬁen stretches the upper half of its body
into the air of the abyss. Bats make their turm at this point and bump into the rock,
and the Snake: The little python soon nabs a bat by biting from side to side when it

feels touched. It pulls the bat into its constricting coils.
